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L o n g - s u f f e r i n g 
motorists using the TF1

motorway will have to

wait until the end of May

to have a clear drive on the

20-km stretch from Santa

Cruz to Güímar which is

undergoing widening.

Although initially due for

completion in December,

the construction company

responsible for the project

has informed the Tenerife

authorities that it will take

another six months for the

three lanes on each side to

become fully operational,

following yet more tech-

nical hitches.  The biggest

headache is the demoli-

tion and reconstruction of

Motorway widening 
delayed further

the bridge at Añaza, next

to the Carrefour Shopping

Centre, where massive

congestion is expected in

the coming weeks due to

the pre-Christmas shop-

ping rush. Problems have

also been encountered fur-

ther south, where imagi-

native solutions have had

to be found in spots where

the lie of the land leaves no

room for widening.  Cost

over-runs on the project

have already pushed the

price up from the original

77 million euros to 133

million. The stretch of mo-

torway is used by an esti-

mated 100,000 vehicles

every day.
