and Santa Cruz have adopted
the ‘last minute’ system of ticket
sales, a formula which is used
successfully for all types of shows
in locations such as Broadway
and London.

Here in the Canaries, the system
which offers a substantial discount
on tickets to performances within
the music festival, applies only to
those under 30 years of age. Seats
unsold 40 minutes before the
beginning of the concert can be sold
at the ticket office for seven euros
to persons within the qualifying age
group provided they present their
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identification document.

University and music students
can acquire tickets at €10 each for
the concerts on January 15 in the
Auditorio de Tenerife which features
L0 Jia conducting the Orquesta
Sinfénica de Tenerife, and on January
19, also in Santa Cruz, which features
the Goteborg Symfoniker directed by
Gustavo Dudamel.

The objective of these measures,
according  to  the  Canarian
government, is to attract younger
spectators and in this way, refresh the
audiences from previous editions of
the festival. The system also helps to
fill unsold seats.
