® Néstor Jorge, the La Laguna born
rider with Supermotard who was in-
juredin the Austrian GP in August 2008,
is due to be transferred to Germany for
treatment on January 19th.

The move, originally scheduled for the 4th
but delayed due to airline transport problems,
will see the rider taken to the IntensivPflege
Klinic in Schwaig, a town near Nuremberg,
where hewillgothrough anintense treatment
programme. How much of a recovery is

possible is still uncertain given that the
brain injuries he sustained were very serious
and the doctors currently call his condition
a vegetative or minimally conscious state,
but experts state the treatment could take
up to six months.  Fundraising is ongoing
to assist in the young man’s recovery, and
a bank account has been opened in the
