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MAYOR QUESTIONED

Los Gigantes
tragedy
Investigated
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The investigations over the tragic events continue

e mayor of Santiago
del Teide has ap-
peared in court to

answer questions in the
ongoing legal investigation
into the rock-slide of 1st
November which killed
two people on the beach
at Los Gigantes.

Juan Gorrin, who may face
criminal charges over the
tragedy, spent over two hours
being quizzed by the public
prosecutor over the steps
taken by the council to prevent
public access to the beach

following a previous incident
afew weeks earlier. Relatives
of one of the victims heckled
the mayor as he arrived and
put up posters saying the
tragedy ‘was not an accident
but a crime’.

The judge has named four
individuals as being implicated
in the case. As well as the
mayor, others to make court
appearances have included the
town architect Celso Gonzalez
Gonzalez, the head of the
provincial coasts engineering
department Carlos Gonzalez

Pérez and they will be hear-
ing from the local tourism
councillor Nicolas German
Jiménez Leon.

The courts have also heard
witness testimony from a
number of people who were
in the vicinity on the day of the
tragedy, and one of the most
important facts that needs
to be established is whether
or not there was, on the day,
adequate warning to members
of the public not to bathe or
sunbathe in certain zones of
the popular beach.

¢ A new service from TITSA island bus company is to link San Isidro with
Abades, La Jaca, Las Maretas, El Rio, Tajao, La Caleta and Poris de Abona.

Golfer dies on course

e A golfer who suffered a heart attack while out on a course in Tenerife
died shortly afterwards despite receiving prompt attention from a doctor.
The 62-year-old man was playing an early morning round on the course in La Caleta on
Sunday January 24th when he collapsed at around 09.30am. A doctor who happened
to be at the course at the time rushed to his aid and tried to keep him alive until an
ambulance arrived but the golfer failed to recover and was pronounced dead a short
time later.

Council worker convicted

Payslip fraud

e A computer operator at Santa Cruz council has been convicted of
stealing over €230,000 from his employer by simply doctoring his own
payslip to receive higher wages. The fraud was committed over several years and
was detected only recently. The employee had full access to the Salaries Department
computer and added extra money to his own paypacket, transferred the money to his
bank and then removed all traces of the operation.
