The big electronic music fes-

Arona councillor José Fuentes 
is demanding explanations 
after learning of the case of 
a local man who was forced to 
walk 500 metres to get to the 
hospital entrance because of 
traffic restrictions put in place 
for the event. “This man was 

displaying signs of a heart 
attack and was driven by a 
relative to the hospital, where 
he had been operated on a 
couple of weeks earlier. He 
was not allowed to get close 
and had to walk, putting his 
life in danger. He was in a bad 
state when he reached A&E 

and was operated on again 
urgently, spending two days 
in Intensive Care afterwards” 
explained Fuentes, who has 
documented up to 30 cases 
of people who were forced to 
walk because of the traffic and 
parking ban.

Aerial ‘weed’ 
solution

A Tenerife man who grew marijuana plants on his land in 
La Victoria de Acentejo has fallen foul of the eagle eye of 
a Guardia Civil helicopter.
Acting on information received from locals angry at drug 
dealing in their area, officers decided to take to the air to 
obtain evidence before paying a formal visit to the suspect. 
A series of flights over the land helped detect the pres-
ence of more than a hundred two-metre marijuana plants 
carefully disguised among fruit trees, other tall vegetation 
and weeds. In all, seven separate marijuana plantations 
were identified from the air and, armed with the photo-
graphic proof, officers then proceeded to call on the owner 
to arrest him. A total of 132 kilos of the popular drug were 
seized in the raid. 
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
